emissions. Appropriately,
much emphasis is being
placed on environmentally
friendly renewable
generating sources like wind
power. But the cost of wind
turbines has increased
greatly in recent years.

As new electric plants are
built, new transmission lines
will also be needed to move

for power. The population
is increasing and today’s consumers are more energy
dependent than ever before. Many homes have multiple
TVs, personal computers, and other new devices that
consume electricity.

The Pacific Northwest’s dams are no longer able to
satisfy the region’s growing appetite for electricity. This
is some of the cheapest power in the nation, but the
output from the region’s dams is not growing. In fact,
the region’s hydroelectric system now produces less
energy than it once did due to changes intended to
lessen the dams’ impact on fish.

As demand increases, new generating projects will
need to be built. New electric facilities simply cost

the power from where it is
produced to consumers. Few lines have been built in
the last couple of decades and the existing transmission
system is operating very close to its maximum capacity.
As is true with new generation, these new lines will cost
much more to build than those in use today.

Our intent here is not to paint a picture of gloom and
doom, but we feel it is important to talk to our members
about changing conditions that will impact our future
rates. Over the next year or so, we intend to explore
these issues more closely, and offer advice about how
to control your electric bill. We remain committed to
providing our members with low cost, safe, reliable and
environmentally sound electric power. 1
