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Be prepared
for winter!

When winter brings wind,
rain, snow and ice, this stormy
weather increases the chance
of power outages, which could
mean you'll be faced with a
dangerous situation. In the
event of an outage, here are
some tips that will help you
weather the storm:
• Stock up now on emergency
supplies: flashlights,
batteries, portable radio and
a wind-up or battery-powered
clock, blankets, first aid kit,
nonperishable food items that
require little or no cooking,
sleeping bags & warm clothes
plus a phone with a cord,
unless you have a cell phone.
(Cordless phones do not
operate in a power outage.)
• If your lights go out check
the neighborhood first to see
if others have their power. If
they do, the problem may be
a "tripped" circuit breaker or
a blown fuse. If your
neighbors don't have power,
call our outage hotline at 1-
877-668-8243.

Over 3,000 electrical fires are
caused by extension cords
each year, resulting in 50
deaths and 270 injuries.
Inspect all extension cords
prior to use. If it is damaged
or frayed, cut into short lengths
and safely discard.
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health of the economy and the needs of
the environment."

Our concerns should not be construed
to mean that we don't wholeheartedly

support the development of
renewable energy.  Over
85% of the power we sell
comes from clean,
renewable hydropower, and
it is likely that most of the
new power we will acquire
to meet growing loads will
come from wind.  In terms
of the carbon footprint for
your cooperative, it is one
of the most environmentally
friendly in the country.

We do, however, feel a
responsibility to talk to our
members about this issue,
and try to heighten
awareness of the link

between certain climate change proposals
and the impact on your electric bill.   We
remain committed to providing our members
with low cost, safe, reliable and
environmentally sound electric power.

If you have been keeping an eye on what
is happening in Congress and the
Washington state legislature, you may have
noticed a change in the debate on global
warming.  The focus today is not on whether
climate change is a problem, but what
should be done about it and when.

This debate comes at a time when the
entire electric utility industry faces rate
increases, the likes of which we have not
seen for a generation.

According to the U.S. Department of
Energy, the country will see a 40% increase
in electricity demand by 2030.  At the same
time, utility industry professionals report
that costs for new power plants have
increased 50% in the last three years and
they expect costs to continue to escalate.
Here in the Northwest, that has certainly
been the case, as we have seen costs for
new wind power and other
generation jump dramatically.

Inland Power and Light is
concerned about what is
happening in Congress and
at the state level, because
decisions made there will
pass through to your electric
bill.  With rates already
destined to increase, some
of the proposals being
debated in Washington D.C.
and Olympia could add
millions in environmental
costs to suppliers of
electricity.

And ultimately, those costs
will be passed on to our
members.  Ken Jacobsen, Inland's Board
President, says "Legislators must be honest
with the public about the true cost of climate
change proposals.  Good policy must
balance the electric bills of consumers, the

What Do Your Inland Trustees Do?

That's a pretty difficult question to answer
in a nutshell. Collectively, the Trustees are
responsible for ensuring that Inland Power
continues to keep the membership foremost
in mind, by providing safe, low cost, reliable,
and environmentally sound electric service.
Here's a brief list of additional responsibilities
that will give you a flavor of what's involved
to be one of the leaders of the cooperative:
• Establish and maintain policies and
guidelines for operating the cooperative.
• Approving annual operating budgets,
construction work plans, and capital
expenditure budgets.
• Develop plans for a long-term source of
electricity at a reasonable cost.
• Approve all changes in rates charged by
the cooperative.

If this sounds like something you are well
suited for and you reside in one of the
districts up for election in 2008, please
send a cover letter explaining your interest
along with your resume detailing your
qualifications by January 10, 2008.  Those
letters and resumes are then forwarded to
a special nominating committee who will
meet in late January to review and make
nominations based on qualifications.  In
addition, a qualified member who desires
to serve on Inland's board may also be
nominated by petition.

Those nominees will then be invited to

meet and greet members at the 2008
Annual Meeting on Saturday, March 22,
2008 at the Northern Quest Pavilion in
Airway Heights.  Candidates will then have
an opportunity to speak to the membership
detailing their respective qualifications.
