“Tighten up” your home!

By taking a few steps to "tighten-up™ your
house, you can improve a drafty,
uncomfortable home that wastes energy
and start saving on your home heating
costs. A 1/16th inch unsealed crack around
a window lets in as much cold air as leaving
the window open 1/2-inch. By performing
a simple but thorough walk-through, you
can spot many air leaks in any type of
house. Keep a checklist of areas you have
inspected and problems you found. This
list will help you prioritize your energy
efficiency upgrades. But keep in mind that
closing the air leaks is necessary. The chart
below shows the locations that cold air can
leak into or warm air leak out of your home.

Primary Air Infiltration Locations

Fans Electric  Floors, walls
Windows  and vents Outlets and ceiling
10% 4% 2% 31%

Doors Plumbing Fireplace Ducts
11% Penetrations 14% 15%
13%

Check for indoor air leaks, such as gaps
along the baseboard or edge of the flooring
and at junctures of the walls and ceiling.
Check to see if air can flow through these
places:
= Electrical outlets
= Switch plates
= Window frames
= Baseboards
= Weather stripping around doors
= Fireplace dampers
= Attic hatches
= Wall- or window-mounted air conditioners.

Inspect windows and doors for air leaks.
See if you can rattle them, since movement
means possible air leaks. If you can see
daylight around a door or window frame,
then the door or window leaks. You can
usually seal these leaks by caulking or
weather stripping them. Check the storm
windows to see if they fit and are not broken.
You may also wish to consider replacing
your old windows and doors with newer,

high-performance ones. If new factory-made
doors or windows are too costly, you can
install low-cost plastic sheets over the
windows.

Also look for gaps around pipes and wires,
electrical outlets, foundation seals, and
mail slots. Check to see if the caulking and
weather stripping are applied properly,
leaving no gaps or cracks, and are in good
condition. The potential energy savings
from reducing drafts in a home may range
from 5 to 30% per year, and the home is
generally much more comfortable afterward.

Did you know...?

Lowering your heat by just a few
degrees in the winter can make a big
difference in your home heating costs.
Setting thermostats back by approximately
7 degrees at night or when no one's
home can save up to 10% on your
heating bill. Better yet, install a
programmable thermostat. Inland has
rebates available for replacement of your
old bi-metal thermostats with electronic
programmable thermostats. I
