What many don't realize
is that for about the cost
of a single gallon of
gasoline, Inland Power can
provide enough electricity
to power to your home for
over 24 hours. The cost of
electricity from Inland is still
only $3.16 a day for the average home which
uses 1500 kilowatt hours per month. That's
about the same as a latte. Electricity provided
by Inland Power compared to other consumer
products and services remains a great value.
