
Hydropower plants provide inexpensive electricity without environmental pollution
such as air emissions or waste byproducts. And, unlike other energy sources,
water is not consumed during electrical production, but can be reused for other
purposes. These include many other benefits such as flood control, enhanced
recreational opportunities, and providing water for irrigation and other
agricultural uses.

As the region grows, expanded supplies of electrical power will come from
new alternative sources like wind power, biomass projects, geothermal development
and solar installations.  Fortunately, the hydro system works well with these
alternative sources to provide continuous and reliable supplies of electricity.

Inland will be carefully evaluating new sources of electrical power to meet
future growth demands on our system and satisfy government mandates such
as Initiative 937.  We will continue our efforts to supply our members with
reliable, low cost and environmentally sound electrical power. Of course, it is
important that we all conserve electricity.  Using compact fluorescent lights,
Energy Star appliances, insulating our homes, and taking other conservation
actions all help and can significantly reduce your home energy costs!

Whenever we flip a switch to turn on a light, we always expect that the light will
come on, but people seldom think about where that electricity comes from. Over
85% of the electricity Inland provides its members is generated from the hydroelectric
dams along the Snake and Columbia Rivers.

Hydroelectric power is one of the cleanest sources of energy, and it’s
also the most reliable and costs the least. This allows Inland Power & Light to
provide electricity at a reasonable cost to families, schools, farms, factories,
and businesses.

Inland Power is making excellent
progress on the planning and
design of its new combined
administration, warehouse and
maintenance facility at the Medical
Lake I-90 Interchange.

Inland has been in the 320 E.
Second Avenue office building in
Spokane since 1951 when Inland
served 10,000 members
compared to today’s 35,000
members.

Right after the space heater, air
conditioner and the hot water heater,
refrigerators are the largest users of
electricity in the home. Refrigerators
older than ten years can use two to
three times more electricity than a
new energy efficient model. Replacing
an inefficient refrigerator with one
that has earned the federal
government's ENERGY STAR® label
will save a household roughly 700
kWh/year or more. Unfortunately, too
often when a refrigerator is replaced,
the old one is "retired" to the garage
or basement and the unit is kept
running. If a secondary refrigerator

is removed, households can save
about 1,400 kWh or roughly $75
annually. Although it might be
convenient to keep an old refrigerator
in your garage or basement, when
you consider the energy
consumption, it's hard to justify
the expense.
