On Thursday, May 29th, Inland held its
official groundbreaking ceremony for the
new administrative office building located
at the Medical Lake, I-90 Interchange.
The new facility should be among the first
local commercial buildings to be
Leadership in Energy and Environmental
Design (LEED) “gold” certified. This
indicates that the facility has been
designed in a cost conscious manner while
incorporating material and design features
that will improve energy efficiency and
lessen environmental impacts.

“The utility has basically outgrown the
limited space we have available at our
current site,” stated Board President Ken
Jacobsen. “Moving to the new facility will
result in improved efficiency and better
service for our members,” he added.

This is a major event in the history of
Inland Power & Light. Inland has called
its office at 320 E Second Avenue “home”
since 1951. At that time Inland served
10,000 members. Today inland provides
service to over 37,000 accounts
throughout eastern Washington and
northern Idaho.

In addition to the new administration
building and a fleet maintenance shop,

Inland will upgrade its existing warehouse
and vehicle storage facility.

It is anticipated that the new facility will
be completed in the summer of 2009.
You will be kept informed as progress is
made throughout the coming months. We
would like to thank all of our members for
their support as we have worked to make
this exciting project a reality. I

» Play it safe
around dectricity
this summer!

School is out and warm
sunny days will be calling on
all of us to head outside for
summer fun and recreation.
To help keep your children out
of harm’s way, teach them
about the dangers of electricity.

Here are some rules that
children should be taught:

= Never climb trees near
power lines.

= Flying kites and model
airplanes near power lines
can be dangerous. Find an
open field and never climb a
utility pole to retrieve a kite,
balloon or other playthings.
= Never go into an electric
substation for any reason.
Electric substations contain
high-voltage equipment, which
can be deadly.

= Never rescue a pet or
retrieve a ball or toy that goes
inside a substation.

(Call us instead.)

= Water and electricity never
mix! Keep all electrical
appliances at least ten feet away
from hot tubs, pools, ponds,
puddles and wet surfaces.

Lastly, and for the whole
family, stay away from downed
power lines and wires, and tell
children to report to an adult
any fallen or dangling wires.l

As an electric cooperative, Inland Power &
Light is owned by those we serve and those
who purchase power from Inland are our
members. One of the benefits of being a
member is that any excess revenues over
costs are allocated back to you in the form
of “Capital Credits.” The amount of your 2007
capital credit allocation is printed on your June
billing statement. Below are some frequently
asked questions regarding capital credits.
What are capital credits?

When Inland has more revenue than
costs during the year, this surplus is called
“margins.” These margins are allocated
back to our members in the form of “Capital
Credits”. The capital credits will be refunded
to the members at some time in the future.
Until they are refunded, Inland utilizes these
funds as equity to finance operations,
system improvements, and to cover the
cost of maintaining our existing plant.
When do | start accumulating
Capital Credits?

Once you start buying power from Inland
you begin to accumulate capital credits.
There is nothing special you need to do.
How are capital credits calculated?

The margins earned each year are

allocated based on the amount of electricity
that a member purchases.

Can | use my capital credits to pay my
electric bill?

Unfortunately, no. Your capital credits will
not be available to you to use until the
Board of Trustees authorizes a refund. Your
electric bill is due each month.

When will | receive my capital credits?

The Board of Trustees must authorize a
refund. In each of the last five years, Inland
has returned $1,250,000 to its members
in December.

What happens to my capital credits if |
leave Inland’s service area?

Your capital credits will remain in your
name and you will be eligible for refunds
when they are authorized. You just need to
make sure Inland has your current mailing
address so the refund checks will get to you.

Pull Apart Bacon Bread

1 Ib. bacon, diced

1 loaf frozen bread dough (I Ib.) defrosted
3 T. olive oil

1 C. mozzarella cheese, shredded
1 envelope Hidden Valley Ranch
dressing mix

Preheat oven to 350 degrees. Cook diced bacon until partially cooked; drain and set
aside. (Hint: dicing the bacon is easiest if it is partially frozen.) Roll out bread dough until
1/2 inch thick; brush each side of the dough with 1 T. olive oil. Cut into 1-inch squares
(pizza cutter works great for this.) Place bread dough, bacon, cheese, dressing mix, and
remaining olive oil into a large bowl; toss to coat. On a greased baking sheet, arrange
tossed bread mix in a 9-inch by 5-inch oval, layering as needed. Top oval with any remaining
ingredients left in bowl. Cover and set in a warm place for 30 minutes. Bake for 15
minutes, cover with foil and bake for 5 to 10 minutes until golden brown. Enjoy! i
